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MAILBOX MILK PRICES FOR SELECTED REPORTING AREAS IN FEDERAL MILK ORDERS

In November 2002, mailbox milk prices for selected reporting areas in Federal milk orders averaged $1 !.75 per cwt., $0.24 less than the 
revised figure for the previous month. Most of  this month-to-month decrease results from generally lower Federal milk order minimum 
producer milk prices. The component tests of producer milk in November 2002 were: butterfat, 3.8 I%; protein, 3.12%; and other solids, 
5.69%. On an individual reporting area basis, mailbox prices decreased in all reporting areas except four, and ranged from $15.31 in 
Florida to $10.56 in Utah. In November 2001, the Federal milk order all-area average mailbox price was $14.25, $2.50 higher.
